THE LEVELS OF RELATIONAL COMMITMENT 

DTR: It is time to ________________ the relationship.

But when he lies down, observe the place where he lies. Then go and uncover his feet and lie down, and he 
will tell you what to do.” And she replied, “All that you say I will do.”
